The Dawson Gold Show Debrief 2019
· By our estimates we engaged with about 70-80 people over the weekend 
· In general the people who we spoke to were neutral to positive with very few negative comments about the process. 
· Although very few people wanted to stop and write anything down for the comment box, it was a useful visual for people. 
· All in all it was a positive engagement experience and worthwhile.  There were very positive reactions from the public when they were introduced to Commission members who were at the booth.  
What Worked 
· Being able to invite people into the space (the bench for people to sit and chat) 
· Maps of region, candies, raffle, and pamphlets 
· Having YLUPC and DRPC at the same booth was helpful to field any questions that the DRPC were unsure of in this early stage of the process.  
Suggestions for next year
· Book the booth earlier to ensure a spot by the entrance
· Try something different to engage and foster conversation 
· Offer tea
· Interactive map
