Yukon Chamber of Mines with Brianne Warner

The Chamber of Mines mentioned the amount of exploration money put back in Yukon.
Access to land is the biggest factor with Mineral Regulations.
220 Million Spent in Yukon in 2019-2020 in exploration.

Stakeholders in the Mining industry would like to be able provide feedback to the land use
planning process to discuss the impacts

In order to proceed with green processes, the mining industry has to be able to provide the
material needed.

The future of mining is low impact, and would be respectable to all Parties.

Without mining the Yukon (Canada) will be looking to other countries to supply the goods
needed to process and build. This would take Yukon out of the mining industry.
